Film and Literature Board of Review classify GTA IV
The Office of Film and Literature Classification classified Grand Theft Auto IV
(Unedited Version) on 22 May 2008 as R18 ‘contains violence, offensive
language and sex scenes’. An application for a review of this classification was
lodged by the Society for the Promotion of Community Standards Inc to the
Film and Literature Board of Review. The Board examined the console game
and classified it using the criteria set out in the Films, Videos, and Publications
Classification Act. On 2 October 2008 the Board classified GTA IV as R18

‘contains violence, offensive language and sex scenes’.
